


1.3 billion people in the world live on less than
$1.25 per day.

One in every 7 people in the world
(925 million) are hungry and undernourished.

Undernourishment plays a role in at least 5
million child deaths every year.

Undernourished children suffer up to 160 days
of illness every year.

Malnutrition affects 1 in every 3 children in
developing countries.

Among children under age 5 in developing
nations, 129 million are underweight due to
undernourishment.

Under-nutrition among pregnant women in
developing countries leads to 1 out of 6 infants
born with low birth weight. This is not only a
risk factor for neonatal deaths, but also causes
learning disabilities, mental, retardation, poor
health, blindness and premature death.
